Your position will correspond to the points (i.e. 1st Place = 1 Point), the aim is simple, to have the lowest number of points at close of racing.
6 - Entries

Entries must be on the Official Entry Form Completed in every detail and accompanied by the FULL Entry Fee. Entry Fees will only be returned in the event of the meeting being cancelled. The promoters reserve the right to refuse any entry or to return any entry already received without assigning a reason. Entries close on Wednesday 21st November
7 - Scrutineering of Machines and Signing on of Drivers/Passengers

Riders must present their machines and helmet in racing condition at Scrutineering (see timetable above for Scrutineering opening times). Crash helmets must bear the 2012 M.R.A. stamp; a helmet stamper will be on duty. A rider must not race any machine not scrutineered. No working lights are required. MX tyres are permitted. 
Each rider must have a current competition licence available for inspection when signing on. Anyone without a current 2012 competition licence will have to get a one day licence at £10.00. Numbers will be provided for this event and will be supplied to competitors at signing on.

8 - No Tear-Off Policy (For environmental reasons)
For this event the club has issued a tear-off ban. Any competitor that refuses to abide by this policy will be disqualified and their entry fee not refunded. The starter will be checking all competitors when on the start line for tear-offs, if you have tear-offs they will be taken off you and put in the bin. You may still use roll off style goggles.
9 - Exhaust Sound Level

Random noise testing will be carried out by club personnel throughout the meeting and any rider who fails a noise test may be excluded from the meeting. The sound level must not exceed 94 dBA for four strokes and 96dBA for two strokes.

10 - Refuelling 

THIS IS A NO SMOKING AREA! 10 mph speed limit in refuelling area. Engines must be switched off while refuelling; failure to comply will result in exclusion. NO CHILDREN UNDER 16 YEARS OF AGE allowed inside the pits and work area. There will be a number of fire points within the pit area, fire extinguishers are at these points. Environmental Mats should be used when refuelling in the pit/work area.
11 - Course 

One lap measures 8 - 12 minutes approx consisting of rough going marked with rope, stakes and flags. Flag or marker cutting may entail exclusion, any rider leaving the course must return to it at the point at which he left it, except where it is inadvertent and no advantage is gained. 

12 - Start of a Race 

Sprint Races and Team Race will be from a dead engine start after the clerk of course sounds the air horn to start the time. Riders will be let off at 10 second intervals from the assembly area during the Time Trial event. 
13 - Finish of a Race

The winner of sprint races and the team race is decided by the rider/team who has completed the most number of laps in the given race time. 
14 - Awards 

Trophies will be presented on the day to the Top 3 Teams in Clubman Class & Top 3 Teams in Expert Class.
15. Any rider refusing medical attention will not be allowed to race further on the day. 

16. ALL litter to be taken home. 

17. The promoter reserves the right to move any competitor to a different class than they entered if we see fit.
